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HISTORICAL BACXGROUND

The Program of Brazillan-American Assistance to Elemen -
tary Edueation (PABAEE) was created in response to an offieial
letter of April 11, 19%6 from the Minister of Education and Culture
of Brazil requesting technical assistance from the United States
Operations Mission to Brazil. The Minlster requested an experlmen -
tal pilot program center 1ln elementary education at the Institute
of Education in Belo Horizonte, Mines Gerais., The Minister's re
quest had the concurrence of the CGovernor of Minas Geralsy; the Sec-
retary of Education in Minas Gerais, and of the Director of the
National Institute of Pedagogical Research (INEP).

A program in elementary education was planned in esccord-
ance with andsubject to the terms defined in The General Agreement
for Teehnical Cooperation signed December 19, 1950, and The Special
Technieal Services Agreement signed November 30, 1953.

The original agreement establishing PABAEE, N¢ 12-64-037,
Ed.I, was signed June 22, 1956 by the Minister of Education and
Culture, the Governor of Minas Gerals, and the Director of TUnited
States Operations Mission to Brazil. It was published in the Diaric
Oficial January 21, 1957,

The document of mutual agreement on contributions to be
made by both governments, the United States and Brazil, was signed
April 10, 1957. PABAEE began its work im July, 1957.

On December 20, 1957 the Legislative Assembly of Minas
Gerais gave formal endorsement to the Program.

Table N2 1 shows the dates of the Agreement and its

extensions. The original agreement was extended six times, but had

very few modifieations.

The objective of the first PABAEE eourses was to provids
advanced study for ﬁormai School professors and for speeialists in
educational psychology. But as the situation in Brazil was studied,
the nature of the courses was changed (in 1959), in order, also,
to meet needs of supervisors, school principals;classroom teachers,

and curriculum econsultants.

Course of Study

PABAEE ecourses were of thrae'tybesz (1) short ecourses
of one to three weeks offered to local teachers and school person-
nel in several states; (2) semester lerkh courses for selected
students at the PABAEE Centers and (3) courses for Professors of
Psychology in Normal Schools (CPEPEN), also at the PABAEE Center .

The course of study was revised many times as it was

adapted to individuzl needs and interests of the participants .
" Hours of study in each area were planned so as to praesent an
integrated ecurriculum. Beginning in 1961, the five month semester
was adopted and divided into two terms of ten and one-half (10 1/2)
Teeks .

Each department developed a series of courses whieh wers
given numbers simila¥ to those used on university courses in  the
US . Certain areas were considered baslec and were required of
all partieipants in residence at PABAEE, The normal number of
eourses for each resident partieipant was five per term requiring

PUBLICATIONS AND FRODUCTION OF TEACHEING AIDS

PABAEE was equipped to produce many types of publications .
A photographer worked half-time; artists worked on illustrations for
books and other materials; a silk sereen operator was employed; and a
full staff worked in the print shop.

A variety of materials were produced. The professors would
express their ideas first in wmimeographed, duplicated, or lithographed
materials. Then, after discussion and evaluation with students, the
revised content was put into book or bulletin form. A 1list of books
and bulletins is ineluded in this report (Table N? Xi). Other materials
were not ineluded since there were more than 20,000 pages of tham each
year.

In 1963, eopyrights were released to certain of the authors
of books produced by PABAEE. The authors then eontracted with  other
publishing firms and put their beoks on the open markets

In 1963, a maggzine was started, Crianca e Eseola (Child and
Sehool) and subscriptions for the four issued per year were scld,
Within the first yeary; the magazine attracted more than 50C subserip-

tions.

.In 1959, a £film was made by PABAEE with the ccoperation
of the United States Information Service (US1IS) to explain the work
of Brazilians and Americans in PABAEE. The film "A Escola Agora E Ou
tra® ("School is Different Now"), was shown tc over 1550 leaders ,
educators, clergymen, political leaders and other interested citizens
in an Open House held by PABAEE on Mareh 20, 1959. Later it was
released to movie theatres throughout Brazil.

A series of seven weekly programs of fifteen minutes each
were presented on television by the PABALE Psyehology Department in
May and June of 1959. Title of the programs was "Seu Filho Nao &
Problema® ("Your Child is not a Problem"),

Thirteen programs were presented in a serles on Radio Ita-
tiala in Bele Horizonte by a professor from the Psychology Department
in May and June of 1962, Title for the programs was “Voce e Seus
Filhog" ("You and Your Children").
